(Ponte Vecchio) with its goldsmith stores, and Piazza
della Signoria, the political heart of the city with the town
hall in a medieval building. Free time will follow the tour.

Day 7 FLORENCE - PISA - SESTRI LEVANTE - MONTE CARLO -
BLUE COAST
Tue

Departure from Florence to Pisa, with time to admire its
artistic ensemble, including the famous Leaning Tower.
The next stage offers extraordinary scenic beauty along
the Italian Riviera. We´ll arrive in Sestri Levante, a
charming small resort town by the sea. There will be time
for lunch and a stroll. We will then continue towards the
French Riviera, arriving in Monte Carlo in the mid-
afternoon, where you can visit its historic casino. Our
journey will proceed to Nice, with arrival around 08:00
p.m.

GARD - BARCELONA

Our first stop will be Aix-en-Provence, the birthplace of
the painter Paul Cézanne. You’ll have time to wander
through its beautiful historic center, with its charming
narrow streets, fountains, and picturesque squares. Next,
we’ll visit Avignon, where you can take a leisurely walk
and enjoy lunch in this walled city on the banks of the
Rhône. Once the seat of the Catholic popes, Avignon was
known as the "second Rome" until it became part of
France in 1791. The immense Palace of the Popes
stands as a reminder of its grand history. We’ll then visit
the Pont du Gard, where admission is included to this
awe-inspiring Roman aqueduct, a UNESCO World
Heritage Site, and one of the most famous and best-
preserved Roman monuments in the world. Our journey
will conclude as we head toward Catalonia, arriving in
Barcelona in the evening.

Day 10 BARCELONA
Fri

In the morning, we´ll embark on a panoramic tour of
Barcelona, renowned as one of the most fascinating
European capitals. This vibrant city, nestled along the
Mediterranean Sea, is famous for Gaudi’s modernist
architecture, the bustling Ramblas, and its rich history,
highlighted by the Universal Exposition and the Olympics
hosted here. You´ll have free time in the afternoon. In the
evening, we´ll provide a transfer to Maremagnum, a
contemporary entertainment and dining complex by the
sea, located near Plaza de Colón. Here, you can enjoy a
leisurely stroll through the lively area and choose from a
variety of dining options.

Day 11 BARCELONA - PENISCOLA - VALENCIA - MADRID

We’ll travel south along the Mediterranean, making a
special stop in Peniscola, a charming walled town by the
sea surrounded by picturesque landscapes, where we’ll
have time for a stroll. We’ll then continue to Valencia, a
vibrant port city on the Levantine coast, arriving around
lunchtime. Will you try the famous paella? At
approximately 04:30 p.m., we’ll continue our journey to
Madrid, but not before making a brief stop at the avant-
garde City of Arts and Sciences of Valencia. We’ll arrive in
Madrid between 08:30 and 09:00 p.m. As a way of
welcoming you to the city, we’ll include a transfer to the
Plaza Mayor, a popular spot to enjoy pinchos or wine at
one of its many restaurants.

We’ll then visit Retiro Park, a beautiful oasis
in the city center, where we’ll see the lake and the Palacio
de Cristal. Admission is included to the Santiago
Bernabéu Stadium, the home of Real
Madrid—considered by many to be the best football club
in the world. Enjoy the rest of the afternoon at your
leisure. In the evening, we’ll provide a return transfer to
the hotel.
