In
Braga, we’ll take a ride on the world’s oldest water-
operated cable car to reach the Sanctuary of Bom
Jesus, where breathtaking views await. After exploring
the sanctuary, we recommend descending via its
picturesque staircase. Our journey continues into Galicia,
where we’ll visit the historic town of Cambados in Rias
Baixas. Here, we’ll embark on a glass-bottom boat trip
along the Ria de Arousa, learning about mussel and
oyster production. Enjoy wine and mussel tasting
onboard. At lunchtime, we’ll arrive in Santiago de
Compostela for a city tour led by a local guide,
exploring its medieval streets and renowned pilgrimage
sites dating back to the Middle Ages.
